We can soften the blows 
that come as part of daily life by teaching the students to use 
the tools acquired to independently determine the outcomes 
for themselves.    

Back to the pizza example; if loved ones come take the 
student out for pizza, send money for it, bring frozen pizzas to 
fill up the fridge or pay a bill in order to allow the student more 
income, has the student had the opportunity to practice their 
new independent living skills?

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Challenging Funding Issues  

This has been a very challenging year in regard to TIL funding.  California Regional Centers suffered millions of dollars 

in cuts from the state, making it difficult for some applicants to receive funding for the program. Many applicants 

have had to appeal to their regional centers to get funding, some receiving partial funding, while others are denied 

entirely.  Some regional centers are refusing to fund TIL if their consumers have not received a high school diploma, 

are under the age of 22, and still qualify for programs funded by their high school districts.  To compound the financial 

difficulties, many TIL students and families do not realize the amount of funds we lose when their sons/daughters 

miss classes because of trips home or by extending their holiday breaks.  While we realize emergency situations do

As I flip over my calendar page, I am struck by the fact that it is already 2010 and that the TIL program is going on its 

15th anniversary with the next incoming class. It is quite amazing that we have grown and our students have 

prospered at a level that I never envisioned. We will have over 200 graduates at the end of this academic year and the 

program has assumed a leadership role throughout the country as a model program for students with Autism and 

Intellectual Disabilities. I congratulate the most incredible and dedicated Staff of all time for their innovative ideas and 

implementation of the TIL program. I salute the TIL students for their persistence and accomplishments within the 

program and their success in their independent adult lives. I also want to commend Taft College for its endearing 

support of the program and personally to thank Willy Duncan, our President ,for providing the leadership role in 

establishing the National Consortium of Community College Presidents for Autism and Intellectual Disabilities. 

With each new year we have new opportunities and of course new challenges. The most pressing challenge that we 

all face is the financial sustainability of the program and relatively speaking we have not been hit as much as most 

programs at Community Colleges throughout the state, but we need to be prudent in our spending and most 

important, diligent in our income stream. The TIL program is funded solely by Regional Centers throughout California 

and we are reimbursed by a formula that pays us for hourly attendance. If a student does not participate in the 

program due to illness or absence, we do not get paid. Therefore, we are forced to limit the amount of time that a 

student can be absent from the program to 6 hours per semester for personal reasons. I feel that our approach should 

be proactive in ensuring that our students can benefit most by their daily participation in the program and that the 

program can realize the maximum amount of funding allowed by our contract.  

This year we will have a groundbreaking ceremony for the new TIL Center for Independent Living which will provide 

new classrooms, dorms and office space for our program. I will keep you posted regarding the details of this

Student Support Services 
 

Student Support Services (SSS) provide services and 

accommodations for individuals with disabilities. Some of 

the disabilities may include physical, emotional, 

psychological, learning disabilities, speech and language 

disorders, and students with visual or hearing 

impairments. These services and accommodations help 

students with disabilities have access to college facilities, 

classes, and college life.  

 

Services and accommodations are individualized and are 

ǎǇŜŎƛŦƛŎ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ ŘƛǎŀōƛƭƛǘȅΦ !ŎŎƻƳƳƻŘŀǘƛons and 

services include: priority registration/registration 

assistance, sign language interpreter, note-taker, tape 

recording lectures, books on tape, material in alternate 

formats, extra time on tests, assistive technology, 

distraction reduced testing, and preferred seating.  

 

In order to determine if a student qualifies for services or 

accommodations, they need to make an appointment 

with the learning specialist (763-7799). Only a learning 

specialist or DSPS counselor can approve the need for 

accommodations.  

 

Any student can request services. The student fills out a 

packet that provides information about them that helps 

the learning specialist determine if the student is a 

candidate for SSS. They will then meet with the learning 

specialist.  From the information that they student 

provides and the meeting, the learning specialist will 

determine if the student qualifies for services.  
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Interpersonal Relationships 
 

Interpersonal Relationships class is moving into the 
section of the curriculum that piques the students 
ƛƴǘŜǊŜǎǘ ǘƘŜ ƳƻǎǘΣ ǿƘŀǘ ǘƘŜ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘǎ ŎŀƭƭΣ άǎŜȄ-ŜŘΦέ  
 

Actually, the course focuses on the moral, social, and 
legal aspects of sexuality. Instruction focuses on: parts 
of the body, the sexual life cycle, human reproduction, 
birth control, and sexual health. The purpose of this 
course is to provide the students with information 
that will enable them to make safe and informed 
choices regarding their sexuality; therefore, reducing 
sexual vulnerability. 
 

By mid-semester, approximately the end of March, 
the students will be challenged to pass a test to 
determine their eligibility to have visitors of the 
opposite sex in their room. Visitation can only occur if 
both parties have successfully passed the 
Interpersonal Relationships test. If a student does not 
pass the test, opportunities to study are available, and 
the student may retake the test.

     Estate and financial planning is always challenging-but especially when family members include a special needs loved 
one. Folks like you have asked the same questions: 1) Where will my child live if I should die? 2) Where will the money 
come from to ensure that his/her lifestyle continues in the same manner I provide to them now, ensuring the quality of 
life they deserve? 3) Is guardianship an issue? 4) Will my child need a trustee? 5) Who will help with eligibility issues 
regarding government benefits? 
     A strong consideration for all families should be to consult with an attorney regarding a Special Needs Trust. Properly
